ASTER DM HEALTHCARE, a
Bengaluru-based hospital and
pharmacy operator,aims to be
among the top three health-
care providers in India in the
next fewyears,through aseries
of brownfield and greenfield
initiatives,a top official said.

The company plans to add
1,500 beds by FY27 through
both organic and inorganic
routes as it estimates a 15%
growth per annum, Aster DM
Healthcare founder and chair-
man Azad Moopen told FE in
an interview.

The expansion plans
include setting up a 350-bed
hospital — Aster Capital — in
Thiruvananthapuram in the
first phase by FY26 and
another 200-bed hospital in
Aster MIMS Kasargod. Further,
additional beds will be added
to existing hospitals,including
Medcity, MIMS Kannur and
Aster Whitefield. Another 100
beds would be added to Aster
Medcity, taking the total to
600 beds, and another 100
beds post-2027.

“We are also scouting for
suitable opportunities for
inorganic expansion in the
existing and other geogra-
phies,”he said,but did not pro-
vide further details. In the

pecking order, the company is
fourth in the country,and third
among listed players, with
Apollo Hospitals Enterprise
topping the charts.

On November 22 last year,
Aster DM Healthcare had
entered into an agreement to
sell the stake held in its Gulf
business to a newly-formed
company Alpha GCC Holdings
for $1.01 billion. This was part
of its plan to separate busi-
nesses in India and the Gulf
countries.

Aster DM Healthcare would
sell a 65% stake held by its
wholly-owned  subsidiary
Affinity Holdings in Aster DM
Healthcare FZC, the holding
firm of GCC businesses, to
Alpha GCC Holdings. The
Moopen family,which controls
the Aster Group,will retain the
